Some News from Josephat  
   Josephat updated us on just a few of those who have 
visited the orphanage this last year and have given 
generously for the work being done here. 
Good news from some visitors visiting us here.
   - One company from US/Canada who visited 
provided funds to support our service.
   - One family and an individual who visited us here 
last year decided to give funds to renovate the original 
building (Nursery and Dining Room). This included the 

replacement of the roof and 
ceil ing boards as well as 
renovating the walls, tiles and 
the veranda. They also helped 
support the school fees for 
several of the children.
  - One volunteer from Germany 
provided funds for the education 
fees for nine children!
  - One woman from Belgium came twice last year to 
the orphanage. She provided the funds for the Solar 
lights around the Samaritan area.
   - An individual from the USA (who has not even 
visited the orphanage) donated all the funds needed to 
renovate the entire playground for the children. This will 
be done when a team from Calvary Chapel Yuba City 
visits this summer!

Our Vision: Samaritan Village is a private, non-profit organization established and run by volunteers to 
develop, expand and maintain a Christian orphanage to care for abandoned and orphaned children. 
Our Goal: We work to reduce the number of abandoned children and the deaths of children in Tanzania by 
providing care for those whose parents have either died or abandoned them and who have no relatives 
responsible for their care. This is accomplished by providing a safe and stable Christian home environment 
where children are provided food, shelter, clothing, education and medical care.

- Please pray for the approval of the licensing of the new medical clinic. The government will make its 
decision in the next two months.
- Pray for funds to build a wall and a gate that will separate the floors of the clinic so the top two floors 

of the new building can be used  as a dormitory for children.
- Pray for the continuing work being done to open the clinic as well as the staffing of the 
clinic.
- Continue to pray for SPONSORS for ALL the children.
- Pray for the team from Calvary Chapel Yuba City that will be going to the orphanage 
this June to volunteer.

Children Go On “Holiday”
Each year generous donors provide funds for all the children to take a 

fun, educational trip to someplace in Tanzania or other nearby countires. This 
year the children were able to go to two places. First, they visited a tea farm. The 
picture shows Scholastica, one of the Samaritan children, giving a speech to the 

other children about the climate and weather necessary 
for growing tea. (Note: Tanzania has some of the best tea 
on Earth.) Josephat says Scholastica is doing very well in 
science at the Secondary Level School.
   The children were also able to go to Nairobi, Kenya. 
Giving the children these kinds of experiences are 
important in giving them the best childhood possible.

Current Report 
 - We now we have 53 children (25 Girls and 27 boys) 
living at the orphanage. The youngest baby is Florence 
who is five months old.
 - We have one girl in the University who will complete 
her Law Degree in July 2019.
 - We have two  girls in College. One is in a Social 
Work College and the other is attending a designing 
and hair dressing college.
 - Three girls have started their own life after finishing 
college. They are now working in different areas 
according to their profession.
 - Two girls are attending high level secondary boarding 
school
 - Two boys finished their secondary school in  
November 2018

 - Four girls and three boys are attending secondary 
boarding school
 - Eleven boys and twelve girls are attending primary 
school
 - Four girls and six boys attend nursery/kindergarten
 - Five girls and three boys are below school age.
