Several years ago |
asked Josephat if he could have the children answer a
few questions for us so we could help their sponsors
know more about them.

Josephat
politely reminded me that the children don’t refer to
each other as “friends,” they call each other their
brothers and sisters. They also call Josephat their

One new child was brought to the orphanage since our
last newsletter. Here is Josephat’s report on his arrival.

April 26, 2019
Dear Samaritan Friends,

A baby boy was found at
night on April 21, 2019. He had
been abandoned 12 miles
from the town of Arusha. He
was crying and naked.

Some Samaritans took care
of him and reported finding
him to the police. These same
kind people continued to
provide temporary care for the little boy while the
police and other security agencies tried to find any
relatives. It was especially difficult to find anyone since
no one had filed a report about a missing child. Finally,
instructions were given by the police and social welfare
officers for the baby to be taken to Samaritan Village.

We admitted him and gave him the name Philip. He
would love a sponsor!
