Two children were admitted to Samatritan Village on January 27, 2017. They were brought
to the orphanage by police and social welfare officers under police Reg.# AR/ RB/1272/2017.
The babies had previously been cared for at Esso Village. Esso Village was an
unregistered orphanage operating in Arusha. A decision was made by government officials to
close all unregistered centers. As a result, all the children from this center had to be [
distributed to other centers in the area. Samaritan Village was asked to take in these two
children. The children’s names are Johnson and Pulkeria. Pulkeria has had a sponsor for
quite some time, but no one has sponsored Johnson so far. Johnson is eleven years old.
